No. 71-Ad(AT)/2025—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (5) of section 255 of the Income-tax Act,
1961(43 of 1961), the Appellate Tribunal hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Income-tax (Appellate
Tribunal) Rules, 1963, namely: —

1. Short tile and commencement.— (1) These rules may be called the Income-tax (Appellate Tribunal) Amendment Rules,
2025.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Income-tax (Appellate Tribunal) Rules, 1963 (hereinafter referred to as the principal rules), in rule 2 -
(a) after, clause (iii), the following clauses shall be inserted, namely: —

“(iiia) “digital signature” means the authentication of any electronic record by a subscriber by means of an
electronic method or procedure in accordance with the provisions of section 3 of the Information
Technology Act, 2000 (21 of 2000);

(iiib) “e-mail address” means the e-mail address at which an electronic communication may be delivered or
transmitted to the addressee;”

(b) after, sub rule (iv), the following sub rule shall be inserted, namely: —
“(iva) “Mobile number” means the mobile number of the appellant or respondent;”
3. In the principal rules, for rule 6, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: —
“6. Procedure for filing appeals-

A memorandum of appeal to the Appellate Tribunal shall be filed by the appellant or by an agent authorized by him
under his digital signature.”

4. In the principal rules, in rule 9,

(a) for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely: —
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“(1) Every memorandum of appeal shall be accompanied by the order appealed against or a certified copy
thereof, a copy of the order of the Assessing Officer, and a copy of the order of the Transfer Pricing
Officer, if any, a copy of the grounds of appeal before the first appellate authority and a copy of the
statement of facts, if any, filed before the said Appellate Authority;”

(b) in sub-rules (2) - for the words ‘two copies’ wherever, they exist shall be substituted with the word ‘a copy’;
(c)after clause (iv), the following clauses shall be inserted, namely: —

“(v) In the case of an appeal against an assessment order in pursuance of the directions of the Dispute
Resolution Panel, the memorandum of appeal shall also be accompanied by a copy of the order of the
Transfer Pricing Officer under sub-section 3 of section 92CA, a copy of the draft assessment order under
sub-section (1) of section 144C, a copy of the grounds of objections filed before the Dispute Resolution
Panel, if any and a copy of the directions of the Dispute Resolution Panel.

vi) In case of an appeal against an order passed by the Principal Chief Commissioner or the Chief
Commissioner or the Principal Director General or the Director General or the Principal Commissioner or
the Commissioner or the Principal Director or the Director, the memorandum of appeal shall also be
accompanied by a copy of the said order.”

(d) in sub-rule (3), after the words, brackets and figure ‘sub-rule (1)’ the word, brackets and figure ‘and (2)’ shall be
inserted.

5. In the principal rules, for rule 9A, the following rule shall be substituted, namely: —
“9A. Revised Memorandum of Appeal

(1) In the event of change in the address or the e-mail address or the mobile number or the telephone number of the
parties to the appeal as provided in relevant columns of memorandum of appeal, the appellant shall file a revised
memorandum of appeal duly filled up giving the new address, the e-mail address, the mobile number or the
telephone numbers of the party, as the case may be, in the manner and in accordance with the procedure in which
the original memorandum of appeal has been filed.”

(2) The revised memorandum of appeal shall be filed along with a covering letter specifying the appeal number
originally assigned or the date of filing of such appeal before the Appellate Tribunal.

3) No cognizance of change of the address or the e-mail address or the mobile number or the telephone number of
the parties shall be taken for any purpose, unless a revised memorandum of appeal is filed in accordance with sub-
rules (1) and (2).

(4) The address, e-mail address, mobile number or the telephone number furnished in the revised memorandum of
appeal shall be deemed to be the address, the e-mail address, the mobile number and the telephone number
respectively of the parties for the purpose of service of all notices or orders.

(5) Any document accompanying memorandum of appeal shall be filed in the same manner in which appeal has
been filed.”

6. In the principal rules, in rule 18,
(a) in sub-rule (1), the words “in duplicate” shall be omitted;
(b) in sub-rule (2), the words “in triplicate” shall be omitted;
(c) in sub-rule (3) -

(i) after the words, brackets and figure “sub-rule (1)”, the word, brackets and figure “and (2)” shall be
inserted.

(i) for the word “xerox”, the word “photocopy” shall be substituted.
(d) after sub-rule (6), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely: —
“(6A) Papers or the Paper books shall be submitted by the parties in accordance with rule 6.”;
7. In the principal rules, in rule 34A, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely: —

“(2) The procedure for filing of appeals under these rules shall apply mutatis mutandis to every application made
under sub-rule (1); and

the Applicant shall also state whether any Miscellaneous Application under sub — section (2) of Section 254 was
filed earlier before the Tribunal against the same order and if so, the status of such application. Copies of the orders
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passed by the Tribunal on such application shall also be filed before the Tribunal along with the Miscellaneous
Application.”

8. In the principal rules, in rule 35A, in sub-rule (1), in clause (a), for the words beginning “presented in triplicate” and
ending with the words “the stay application arise”, the words “filed in accordance with the same manner and procedure in
which the appeal has been filed” shall be substituted.
